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Ashland PD Seeks Assistance in Investigation of Truck
Theft

The Ashland Police Department is seeking the community’s assistance in developing
information relating to the theft of a tractor truck and trailer.

Between 3:30 p.m., Saturday, April 6, 2019 and 8:19 p.m., Sunday, April 7, 2019, the
2015 Peterbilt tractor truck depicted below was stolen from the Travel Centers of
America truck stop at 100 North Carter Road in Ashland.

Subsequent investigation determined the trailer was abandoned and recovered in
Colonial Heights, Virginia. Further information indicates that the tractor truck was last
known to be in the area of Interstate 95 near Enfield, North Carolina on Sunday, April
7.

The stolen tractor truck displays Indiana license plate number 2835171 and “Leased by
JB Hunt CO” written on the side of the sleeper cab door. “Fitzgerald” is also displayed
on the lower driver’s side of the sleeper cab.

APD is also seeking assistance in identifying a vehicle of interest possibly related to
the theft, also depicted in the photographs below.
